Course we ran last winter. It was great to see how it impacted seekers as well as new Christians who
attended the course. For the final session, two weeks before Christmas, we took the whole group to the
city centre of Caen where we were able to serve homeless people we met there by offering a Christmas
gift, a hot drink and praying with them. It was a touching and learning time for all of us.

At the end of the course all the participants, whether they had already come to faith in Christ or not,
wanted to continue and learn more about the Bible. So, Jane and | have just started (on 26 February) a
post-Alpha group in Tilly-sur-Selle’, a town 15 minutes away from Caen, since most people who came to
the course live in that area. We will be hosted by a couple who are not fully committed to Christ yet. It is
exciting. Please pray for those who attended the group before and those who will be joining the new
group.

Corinne’s testimony: Corinne is our next-door neighbour with whom we have a good relationship. She
came to a Christmas service two years ago.
